
COOKIE POLICY 

 

1. ABOUT COOKIES 

When you visit the website HomeisAthens (hereinafter the “website”) as a 

visitor, we also use cookies. These are small text files that a website like ours 

can place on the website visitor’s computer, i.e. store locally, and are 

automatically deleted when you log out and close the browser. It enables the 

website to remember your actions and preferences over a period of time. One 

of the purposes of our cookies is to make sure our website works optimally 

and prevents us from showing you information that you have already seen 

before. We emphasize that the use of cookies is safe. It is impossible to 

obtain personal information, such as telephone numbers or email addresses 

via our cookies. Our cookies can therefore not be used for email or 

telemarketing actions. 

We may collect information about your computer, including where available 

your IP address, operating system and browser type, for system 

administration and to report aggregate information to our advertisers. This is 

statistical data about our users' browsing actions and patterns, and does not 

identify any individual. For the same reason, we may obtain information about 

your general internet usage by placing cookies on the hard drive of your 

computer. Cookies contain information that is transferred to your computer's 

hard drive. They help us to improve our site and to deliver a better and more 

personalised service.  

You can disable the storage of cookies in your browser by changing your 

browser settings to prevent the setting of cookies (“private browsing mode”). 

You can also delete cookies from your PC hard drive at any time (“Cookies” 

folder). You can use our website without cookies, but if you do so please note 

that you may be able to make only limited use of the functionalities on this 

website. Additionally, some services and functionalities may not work. 

You can easily accept the cookies on this site by choosing the related link 

when prompted in your first visit. If you continue using the website, you 

consent to the use of cookies in accordance with this cookie policy. If you do 

not agree to our use of cookies, you should set your browser settings 

accordingly, or not use the website. 

 

2. TYPES OF COOKIES 

HomeisAthens makes use of the following types of cookies during your visit 

to the website: 

1. Functional cookies: Cookies that make sure that our website works 

properly. 

2. Analytics: Cookies that enable us to measure the usage of our website. 

3. Social media: Cookies used to share the website’s content on social 

media or any related website. 

4. Recommendations: Cookies used to make more directed 

recommendations for you as a user. 

5. Session cookies that are deleted after each visit 



6. Persistent cookies which are valid across visits and, for example, are 

used to avoid the need to tell us your country of residence at the start 

of each visit 

7. Email cookies which are set on your computer by an email from us, but 

are accessed by our site when you use our site 

8. Third party cookies that our used by our partners, for example, to help 

us measure site visitors or our web-hosting services provider for the 

running of the site. 

9. Other cookies that can not be placed in one of the categories 

mentioned above.
